(PRESENTED ON COLLEGE DAY 22—4—1978)
Respected President, dear colleagues and students, ladies and gentlemen,
I have great pleasure in presenting to you the annual report of the

college for the year 1976 - 1977.

The year under review represents the fourteenth year of the working
of the college. The college has maintained its reputation among the
public and the educatinnal authorities concerned.

ADMISSION:

The number of applications received for admission to the Pre-Univer-
sity and first year degree class exceeded the number of seats available For
the Pre-University we received 470 applications against 320 seats available.
for first year B Sc, 143 applications received against 128 seats available
and for first year B. Com., 98 applications received as against 60 seats
available. However the constraints of reservation rules do not always
permit us to choose the best. Among those initially admitted a few left

to join professional courses, The Strength of the college in July 1976
was 845. \

STAFF:

There has been no change in the existing staff and this may be taken
as an index of the satisfactory service conditions that our institution
provides. An additional appointment was necessary in the commerce
department with {the formation of the Third year B. Com, course
Mr. K. R. Paramasivam, M. Com., was appointed as the new assistant
professsor of commerce.

COURSES OF STUDY:

No new course was started in the year. The final year B.Sc., and.
B. Com. students during the year represented the last batch of students
under the non-semester gystem,

CONSTRUCTION WORK ETC.

There has been a pause in construction work during the year. This
did not mean that all our needs had been met but it enabled us to consoli-
date the facilities provided, take stock of the existing situation and row
up a purposeful plan of projects to be undertaken in the immediate future,




GENERAL WORKING?

While our college generally has had smooth working over the yearss
the prevailing mood of quietness in college campuses everywhere help-
ed us to foster a better academic atmosphere during the year. After review-
ing the examination results of the previous year it was felt that some extra
care was needed in respect of the Pre-University students, Consequently,
in addition to organising special coaching classes for the slow learners,
regular supervised study was organised for all the Pre=University hostel
students in the college class rooms daily between 5-30 p. m to 7-00 p. m.
These extra efforts have borne fruit as evidenced from the improvement in
the pass percentages in the examination of March, *77.

The experiment with the semester system started last year was
continued for the second year degree course, and from the results it is

clear that the new system does make the students study better and helps
them to passs creditably.

EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES:

The various hobby clubs like Photographic, Electronic, Fret work,
Horticulture, Star gazers and Fine arts clubs and Literary, Science and
Commerce associations were active during the year.

The college provides facilities for the students to play football,
volley ball, basket ball, bad-minton, cabadi, cricket, table tennis, carrom
and chess. We participated actively in the Madurai University Inter -
collegiate tournaments, and our boys were runner up in lawn tennis, table
tennis and bad-minton at the zome level. The Inter- collegiate cricket
matches were conducted in our college grounds.

NATIONAL SERVICE SCHEME:

About 100 students were members of the National Service Scheme
and these velunteers besides their other work helped to keep the campus
clean.

Alwarkurichi like the rest of the district suffered severe drought during
the past two years and good drinking water was a scarce commodity in our
place as many of the wells went dry. Sri Paramakalyani Education
Society was good enough to provide two water tank - trailers and with the
help of our tractor and these tankers, our National Service Scheme
students arranged to provide regular supply of drinking water to the people
in the various wards of Alwarkurichi Panchayat. The college through the
NSS adopted Manthiyoor village, six miles away under the village adop-
tion scheme. Besides engaging in adult literacy and health education
activities our volunteers helped the villagers in repairing a stretch of
irrigation channel. The village leaders spoke appreciately of our college
in the radio programme brodcast by the Tirunelveli Radio Station,




NATIONAL CADET CORPS:-

88 students were on the rolls of National Cadets Corps during the
Year. In the *B’ Certificate examination, - we had cent percent passes
and four of our students passed the tough ‘C’ Certificate examination. One
of our cadets P. Semon Ponniah was selected by the National Cadet Corps
Directorate to undergo advanced leadership course in Assam,

About 200 students were enrolled in the Social Service League and
with spades, pickaxes and mud pans, they helped in removing the bushes
in the campus, mowed the lawn and levelled the foot ball field.

The passes in the individua] subjects varied from 83% %o 100% and
the percentage of full passes was 72 %




In the First and fecond year B. Sc. and B. Com. degree semester
examinations, barring a stray subject here and thers like industrial organi-
sation, the passes were more than 90 % in most subjects and cent percent
in quite a few subjects. While this is a tribute to the devotedness of our
staff and the responsiveuness of our students, it also underscores the virtues
of the semester system.

In the final year degree examination (non-semester) the passes,
barring in Chemistry Major, ranged from 67% to 90%.

National Service Scheme
REPORT FOR THE YEAR 1977—"'78

1977—1978 marks the completion of nine years of service under
the scheme in this college. During the year the National Service Scheme
of our college has been rendering subtle, but useful services in spite of
continuous disturbances to the academic life throughout the year. The unit

had 100 on its roll consisting of 53 first year N S S students from first year
degree classes. '

In order to give a fillip to the constructive activities under this
programme for the degree class students a new pattern of evaluation of
performance was introduced by the Madurai University and it was decided
to provide marks instead of a certificate signed by the Vice-Chancellor at
the end of the second year of the N S 8 Service to all the N S S students

who would have completed 240 man hours of work and attended one
annual camp.

Recruitment and orientation : In the college level N S 8 advisory
committee meeting, it was resolved that 53 students should be recruited
for the first year N S S, while the rest should be permitted to continue for
the second year. 92 applications were received. 53 were selected in
consideration of the applicant’s taste and previous experience in Social
Service League by oral interview. Immediately after recruitment, an
orientation programme was arranged to introduce the boys to N S8
activities followed by a visit to all the five villages by foot. The
programme of activities for the year was prepared from the
recommendations of the college level advisory committee and from the list
of services suggested in the guidelines issued by the Departmcat of Youth
Welfare, Madurai University, Madurai.

It was the fourth day of Students agitation against the introduction
of the Semester System. The first day they had walked out of their classes
and shouted slogans in front of the college gate, The Second day they
had stoned the college building and the Laboratories.

“SOLAR ENERGY ”

111 B. Sc., Physics.

EXPERIMENTS are conducted from time to time to fix the quantity of Coa
that will be available for men in future. The results show one thing very clearly
namely that the supply of coal will not last long compared to man’s existence in the
world. Therefore other sources of energy have to be tapped. These sources must
be so large that practically there is no loss in them even when energy is spent at
bigh rates. Two such stores are sea and the sun. Progressin utilising Solar and

tidal energy is very slow and the best Solar engine so far constructed has an effici-
ency of only a few percent

The Sun is 150 million times bigger than our earth and 30000 times heavier.
The massiveness of the planet can be well understood when we remember that
*Sun Spots’ which are too small to be seen by the naked eye are in fact big enough
to swallow up a dozen moons. This by no means implies that the sun is the biggest
planet. There are, for instance, stars like Betel Gease and Kigel. ~The former is
500 times greater in diameter than the sun and the latter gives 14,000 times the
light given by the sun. It is only the distance of the star that makes it appear dim
and small. The sun being very near seems to be the biggest and the brightest.

The Sun radiates into space 1-19x 1041 ergs per year and the estimated
heat energy of the sun is given in ergs as:

1 Radiant Energy 2 * 83 x 1047
2 Translatory energy of atoms and electrons 26 . 9x 1047

3 Energy of ionisation and excitation 29 - 9 X 1047

At the most this store of energy cen last for 47 million years if energy is
drawn at the present Jevel. But 3cientists are of the opinion that this energy is
not used entirely and further, is being constantly added to.

Several theories bave been put forward to explain the energy present in the
sun, The contraction theory of Helm holtz and Kelvin assumes that it is the cont-
raction of the star in space that gives it energy (in the form of heat). This theory
gives an age of 15 to 19 million years for the sun (from the time it reached an effec-
tive temperature of 3000°) according as we neglect or allew for reduced radiation
in the past Also there is the effect due to ionisation which reduces this age by a

considerable amount 20 million years is the maximum age as estimated by this
theory.

Tke impact of meteorie matter heat to a star and this is given as the source of
heat for the sun. This provides heat only at the surface and does not satisfactorily
explain the high internal temperature. Further by this theory there Is a temperature
gradient set up in the sun and as a consequence the sun attains uniform surface

temperature in course of time, This leads us to the conclusion that the sua collap-
ges, which is not the case.
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Yet another theory explains the energy of the Sun, by taking into aceount
the fundamentally important fact that the energy for the future should already be
hidden in the sun. Mass and energy of any substance and therefore of the sun, are
eonnected by the famous mass energy equation. This theory known as the hypathisis
of radiation of mass explains the energy of the sun as due to the radiation of a con-
siderable fraction of its mass during it’s life time,

The calculated mass of the sun being 1 * 985 X 1083. This theory gives an
energy of 1 - 785 X 1054 ergs. At the present level of radlation of 15 X 1043
ergs. This energy will last for 15 billion years. Now we are not quite sure that all
mass is used, if so that fraction of mass used remains undetermined. Hence the life
of the sun as given by this theory is only the upper limit.

The best explanation so far put forward is the Transmubation of Hydrogen
Theory. When 4 atoms of Hydrogen combine to form a Helium atom there is very
small destruction of mass which liberates an enormous energy. Being the only
process known to us capable of releasing a fabulously large amount of energy, this
is taken as the source of the sun’s energy. There must be a second source since,
when Helium is formed there is no further release of energy. Also, by this theory
the age of the sun is determined by the initial Hydrogen content.

Whatever be the source of the sun’s energy the fact remains that our little
earth almost 93 million miles away. receives radiant energy equal to 250 million
H, P. this energy is practically not tapped for our benefit. A number of Scientists
have developed solar engines to use solar energy.

A. G. Eneas used an engine to pump water, for a time. Schuman and Boys
used cylindrical mirrors to focus Sun’s rays on a tubular boiler. Stream generated
in this way was used to drive an engine.

The ingeneous method of Willsie and Boyle was to blacken the bottom of a

shallow pond of water covered with glass. The temperature rise in the water was
used to drive a low pressure epgine.

Researches are now being conducted in India to develop a cheap and also
efficient Solar cooker. It is note worthy that even as early as 1878, W. Adams used
a solar cooker in India. But this was found useless on cloudy days and nights.
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Advice is like snow; the softer it falls, the longer it dwells upon
and the deeper it sinks into the mind.
