Born on 15, March 1915, Mr. S. Anantharaman
joined Simpson & Co., Ltd.,, Madras at the tender
age of 17 and had rigorous apprenticeship in all the
departments of the Company under the then Mana-
ging Director. By dint of hard work, he rose up
steadily and fast to various positions: Secretary,
Comptrolier and Treasurer and then Deputy General
Manager and finally Director and General Manager
of Simpsons in 1960. He retained this position for
17 years till his retirement in 1977.

This is great achievement indeed viewed in the back-
ground of the policy statement of the Company's
illustnious Chaitman. the ifate Sri. S. Anantharama-
krishnan: ‘| shall appoint the right man in the
right place and he will be there as long as he can.”

Mr. Anantharaman’s services were not confined to
the main company alone. He was also Director in
at least eight of the Simpson group companies.

Mr. Anantharaman set for himself very high standards
indeed. He was not satisfied by just being one
step above others.

“Health is a state of complete
physical, mental and social well-being
and not merely an absence of disease”
as the World Health Organisation defi-
nes Hygiene is derived from Hygeia,
the Goddess of health in Greek mytho-
logy. World Health Organisation (W.
H O) is a specialised non-political
health agency of the United Nations,
with headquarters in Geneva. The
work of WHO is that it is the world’s
directing and co-ordinating authority
on all international work on health

World Health Organisation :

In 1946, the Constitution was
drafted by the ““Technical Freparatory
Committee” under the Chairmanship of
Rene Sand and was approved in the
same year by an International Health
Conference of 51 nations in New York.
The constitution came into force on
7th April 1948 which is celebrated
every year as “‘World Health Day”
WHO aims at ‘‘attaining by all people
of the highest level of health” which is
set out in the preamble of the constit-
ution. The activities of WHO includes
prevention control of certain diseases,
strengthening of Health Services. Fami-
ly Health, Environmental health collec-
tion and presention of Health statistics
and Research in Bio medicine. The
head quarters of the $South East Asia
Regional Office (SEARO) is in New
Delhi, which has ten members namely
Bangladesh, Burma, India, Indonesia,

Health and Hygiene :

Health and Hygiene are two essen™
tials of a man  Health can; be obtain-
ed by proper hygienic habits, which
falls under personal health and public
health

Personal Health and Hygiene:

Personal habits play an inevitable
part in attaining good health and pre-
serving it We should always prefer
wholesome articles as our food and
drinks. Drinking of excess of water
and a glass of water preferably soon
after the brushing of the tooth in the
early morning facilitates good blood
circulation With regard to food only
wholesome and protective food should
be selected. Vegetable and fruits are
good protective foods Meals should
be taken at fixed hours after due inter-
vals Eating more than enough and
when not feeling hungry causes obesity
Use of alcohol seldom helps the body
function but sometimes devitalizes the
tissues. Smoking, a luxury, causes
digestion troubles. Alkaloid nicotine
causes arterescelerosis Anger leads
to loss of appetite and sugar in urine.
For an active young industrious stu-
dent, six hours of sleep is enough.
Anointing the body with certain vege-
table oils, helps the body to be cool
and ultimately supplies fat Next to
heart, the largest carrer of body weight



is feet To keep them neat and clean
goes without saying. Tears act as a
best bacteriocidal lotion for cleaning
the eyes. Using other’s clothes forms
the cause of pediculosis. Untrimmed
nails in the fingers are likely to cause
Amoebiasis. Taeniasis may occur to
people who take food in unhygienic
places and improperly cooked meat is
also a reason for Taeniasis. Walking
barefooted is likely to cause ‘‘ground
itch” If personal habits taken care of
it may change the whole life of an
individual, as lack of personal hygiene
causes Ascariasis, Trichuriasis and
enterobiasis ’

Public Health and Hygiene :

In this space age, it is a great sin
to allow a man to carry another man's
night-soil on his head. Such a system
of service latrines are nowadays re-
placed by sanitary latrines which shor-
ten the perpetuation of the disease
cycle of faecal-borne diseases The
Environmental Hygiene Committee
(1949, recommended that in unsewer-
ed areas, sanitary latrines- should be
provided to preserve public health.

Sanitary latrines which are of
many types like bore-hole, dug-well
latrine, french latrine and water seal
latrine are nothing but latrines which
need no human service and also prevent
soil and water pollution If public
health is to be improved to a higher
level, construction of sanitary latrines
is one among the basic needs which
can be constructed easily with the help
of a trained sanitory inspector and
other people belonging to the health
departments Low cost sanitary lat-
rines are nowadays built with the
assistance of local bodies Teaching
staff may be sought for help in this
regard

Conclusion :

If personal health and public health
are improved, the result will be preser-
vation and maintenance of the above-
said health The WHO has played a
great role in this and helped the world
to eradicate disesaess such as small-
pox. That is why hygiene and habits
are rightly pointed to as the two eyes
of man.

NOBEL PRIZE WINNER

S. Rajagopalan, M.Sc. (Phy.) Final Year

The Indian-born American Prof,
Subrahmanyam Chandrasekhar, has
won the 1983, Nobel Prize for Physics
which he shares with a fellow Ameri-
can, Prof. Williom Fowler The two
won it for their research into how stars
are born and what these are made of.

Prof. Chandrasekhar comes from a
family of scientists of international
repute. A nephew of Prof C V Raman
Prof. Chandrasekhar’s two brothers are
scientists of world fame His wife
Lalitha, is herself a physicist and was
his classmate at Madras University.
The only Indian scientist living and
working in India to have ever won
such an honour was Prof. Chandra-
sekhar’s uncle, Prof C V Raman It
was Prof Chandrasekhar’s inability to
get a suitable job in India in 1938 that
led him to accept an appointment
as Assistant Professor at the University
of Chicago. Prof. Khorana has a simi-
lar experience.

The first research paper of Prof.
Chandrasekhar was published in the
Indian Journal of Physics four days
before his 18th birth day It was on
the ‘* Thermodynamics of Crompton
Effect with reference to the interior of
stars’” By the time he took the degree
examination several of his papers had
been published. These included one on
“Crompton Scattering and New Statis-
tics” and it appeared in the proceed-
ings of the Royal Society.

Within the scientific community,
however, the astrophysicist has long
been regarded as one of the foremost
men in his field, perhaps best known
for his calculation about the mass of
collapsed stellar bodies which yielded
a deceptively simple limiting figure
named after him Prof Chandrasekar’'s
limit has for decades been established
as one fundamental laws governing
the decline and death of ‘a star. ' But
his interests and pursuits are not limit-
ed to his early achievement, though it
has gained much new relevence from
subsequent investigations and discove-
ries

Dr. Subrahmanyam Chandrasekhar
a product of the Presidency College,
Madras and Trinity College, Cambridge
won the prize for work which he had
essentially done as a young Indian stu-
dent in 1930 The importance of the
work was then not fully recognised but
it has influenced subsequent thinking.
His theory of Stellar evaluation— the
birth and death of stars is more than
30 years old When he first profound-
his finding that old stars just collapse
and disappear in the light of denser
stars of low light, the world’s top-flight
astronomers laughed at him and reject-
ed his theory The ‘‘Chandrasekhar
Limit"’ beame an intrinsic part of text
books on advanced astrophysics glo-
bal recognition and awards poured in,
and the Nobel Prize this year tops a



remarkable career spanning almost half
a certury.

Prof. Chandrasekhar has been
recognised for his “Theoritical studies

to study celestial matter Prof. Raman
gayed into crystals and tried to explain
why the sea is blue. Prof Chandra-
sekhar looked at the stars and brooded
over the reasons for the sky being blue
For long there has existed the Raman

of the physical processes of impor-
tance to the structure and evolution of
the Stars”’. The astrophysicist receiv-
ed the news at Chicago University, on
his 73rd birth day. He has retained
his creativity and has most recently
been engaged in studies of “black
holes” in the universe

effect In recent vyears there has
emerged what is called the Chandra-
sekhar Limit.

Obviously, India’s pure science
base is still too narrow for the talented
to do research:at a level which could
bring international recognition ‘and
awards. Science in India is more
career-based than researce-based and
the country is yet to -establish a firm
tradition of research in its institutions
of higher learning.

Tamil Arts, Tamilnadu and participated in research work on Agasthiar. The camp
was conducted in the Pothigai hills and Thriguda hills. A survey was made in
the Western Ghats to collect information about the existence of Agasthiar.
Thiru Raju, Assistant NSS Co-ordinator, Madurai Kamaraj University and Thiru
S. Ramasamy, Project Officer, Archaeological Department visited the camp. Our
information about Agasthiyar in the 'PARADESI CAVE ', 12kms. high above old
Courtallam Falls has received high appreciation.

A Free Eye camp was conducted by the doctors of Arvind Eye Hospitél of
Madurai. from 24 - 9—83 to 1—10—83 in Kadayam Our students helped the
doctors in collecting_data of about 600 patients in Kadayam area.

A wide breach was caused in the Junction of Sivasailam Road and Tenkesi
road due to heavy rain and it was closed by our volunteers We cleaned and
levelled the proposed site near Angala Parameswari temple for Home for the
aged and destitutes Our students and the school students of Veera Ulagammal
middle Schools participated in the Rat Eradication Progromme and the
tails of about 200 rats killed are preserved We assisted the children of
Sri Sailapathy Middle School, Alwarkurichi in learning their lessons.

Dr. S Krishnan, Medgical Officer, Sri Paramakalyani Hospital inaugurated
the Nail dressing campain on 22—10—83 at Sri Sailapathy School and Prof.
C R. Natarajan spoke on Healthy Habits.

We organised a ten day Rural Reconstruction camp at Pungampatty from
14—12—83t0 23 12 83 in which volunteers of NSS Unit 129 of our college
participated. During the camp days we repaired the heavily damaged road
linking Kadayam with Servaikaranpatti. The damaged bank of Kuthalingam Pillai
tank was repaired and made traffic worthy. The streets of the following villages
were cleaned and 50 soak pits were dug in the villages, Kalayanipuram,
Barathinagar, Periyatheru, Chekkadiyoor, Arunachalampatti and Pungampatti

Under the health improvement programme, we made arrangements for the
measles immunisation vaccination with the help of Dr Krishnan, medical officer
ot our hospital and ten pregnant mothers were medically examined and educated
about baby’s care

We prepared and lay playgrounds for Ramanarayana Middle Scheol in
Pungampatty, Veera Alagammal Middle School, Chekkadiyoor and Panchayat
Union Elementary School Chekkadiyoor.

Cultural programmes were organised and speeches, pattimandram kavi-
arangam and drama were conducted on topics like national integration, evils of
liquor, caste system and lottery. Arangements were made for the screening of
films by the Field Publicity Department on the evils of untouchability.

Bed bug eradication programme was another feature of the year's activity.

At the request of the Management of Avvai Ashram of Sivasailam, one day
camp was organised in their campus on 12—2—84 Volley ball and Kabaddi
grounds were laid. Kitchan garden was formed A mini sports programme was
conducted and our volunteurs donated Rs 200/- for the distribution of prizes.
