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LASERS IN

LASER is acronym for Light Amplificatian
by Stimulated Emission of Radiation. Laser
was invented by Theodre Maimon in the
year 1960. Since the year it was invented,
the development of laser has been extremely
rapid and new applications are being found
almost everyday. Being a source with high
degree of monochromaticity, high powar
density, high directionality, low beam spread
laser has become one of the most useful
tools in medical field. There are different
types of Lasers. Ruby - laser {which is red
in colour), Heiium-Neon laser,
Argon - laser, CO3 laser, etc.

The collimation and focussing properties
(coherence properties) of iaser beam make
it a microsurgical tool at cellular level. For
example, ruby - laser can focus to an effec-
tive beam diameter of 1.5/um to 2 5/um.
Lasers are commonly used for delicate sur-
gery inside the eye. In treating blood vessel
disorders due to diabetes, a fine beam argon
laser is used The light is aimed through
the pupil of the eye Upto 2,000 tiny laser

beams are made very closely around
the back portion of the retina. There ‘laser

welds’ prevent harmful growth or rupture
of new unwanted blood vessels. Laser is

a very effective weapon in controlling hae-
morrhage in stomach ulcers and in the colon.
Using lasers, it is easy te pinpoint the spot
of bleeding and coagulate the area Within
a few minutes. The heat from CO4 laser
seals off small blood vessels, thereby redu-
cing the amount of bleeding. It cuts clearly
and sterilizes at the same time.

The growth rate of bacterial colonies can
be counted by means of He - Ne laser.
Laser has brought a new frontier to neuro-
surgery. They have made inoperable tumours
operable, and high risk tumour to less risk,
It is possible to destroy certain types of
cancers and benign tumours. A great ad-
vantage of the laser is that the beam can
be taken to the exact spot and with a
controlled movement the tumour can virtually
be vaporised It is possible to pinpoint the
spot by pessing an endoscope carrying laser
probe. Using endoscope, the removal of
early lesions in the larynx, lung, stomach,
rectum, colon and urinary bladder become
easy. For treatment of early cancers in the
oral cavity and cervix, laser has been used
The pain followinwg laser treatmeng
is very little. The Adayar Cancer Institute
has laser equipment, acquired from Waest
Germany.

R. V. Seshaiya (Director of the Centre of
Advanced Study in Marine Biology, Porto-
Novo), Dr. J Jacob (institute of Animal
Genetics, ~Univarsity of Edinburgh), Prof.
R. Natarajan (Secend Director of the
CASMB, Porto Nove), end the late Dr. John
R. Baker, F.R.S. (Oxford University, England)
in cytology and cytochemistry. Dr. Pechi-
muthu  has - heen. engaged in cytological
and cytochemicil rasearch from 1963 at
Alwarkurichi.  Even his doctsral thesis work
was done in the Biology Department of
S, 2. K. Colleg2. He ‘has been awardsd a
ressarch grant by the U G C for his
studies on soms marine snails. His recent

It has been proved that drinks such as tea,
coffee, roco and other beverages centain cof-
fein In the words of Santord Mulier, Director
of U.S. Fcod and Drug Administration Bureau
“Coffein exists in tea, Coffee, Coco and
colanuts. Symptoms of excesssive coffein
includes sleep disturbances, headache, tremu-
lousness anxiety, light heartedness, irritabi-
lity, depression rapid heart beat, Palpitati-
ons, rapid breathing, diarrhoea stomach pain
frequent urination and musculare tension.
Research by Dr Brian Mac. Mohan, Head
of the Department of Epidemiology at Hard-
vard University indicates a link between
coffee drinking and pancreatic cancer. He

found that people who drank as litile as two
cups of coffee doubled their chances of get-
ting this disease. Coffee when fed to pre-
gnant rats causes birth defects in the off-
spring So coffee should be avoided during
both pregnancy and nursing. The results of

" recent research show that persons who drink

one to five cups of coffee a day have a fifty
percent greater chance of hsart attacks than
do non-coffee drinkers. This risk was found
to be 110 percent greater for those drink-
ing S'x or more cups per day. Two studies
at Hordvard School of Public Health
showed a substantial relationship betwean
coffee drinking and Cancer of the bladder
and urinary tract :

SWEETENED DRIiNKS g

Recent research has also shown that it is
better to stop sweetenad drinks like squash-
es, colas and milk shakes and to replace
these with unsweetened fruit juices for milk.
A recent study of the behaviour patterns of
criminals has shown a strong correlation
between diet and personality attitude and
conduct It also reveals that white sugaf
is the culprit behind much of the crime
which is taking place in the community,

and biological impact of alcoholism. Houses-

Alcohol is an irritant to the delicate linings
of t roat and food pipe. Alcohol has an
irritating effect on the stomach’s protective
lining, resulting in gas'ric or duodenal ulcer.
