Peters cites one executive’s opinion that
very successful people had ‘an obnoxiously
high level of praise piled on them in
childhood-praise to the point of emberrass-
ment. It seems you can hardly overdo it”
Even serious blews in life can give you




extra energy by shaking you out of your
lethargy-but not if you deny the blows are
real. Acknowledging the negative doesn’t
mean snivelling; it means facing the truth
and then moving on. Simply describing
what’s wrong with your life to a good
friend is likely to make you feel better and
more energetic Once you have dealt with
the negative, you are free to concentrate
on the best in yourself.

“There is nothing more energezing to a
corporation than for people to start telling
one another the truth” says Will schutz, a
corporate consultant. Truth-telling, works
best when it involves revealing your own
feelings, not when used to insult others and
get your own way. It has a lot to commend
it risk, challenge, excitement and most im-
portant, the release of all that energy.

In making any choice, you face a
monstrous fact; to move in one direction,
you must forgo all others. To choose one
goal if to forsake a very large number of
other possible goals. 8ut if you keep all
your options open, you can not do anything.

There is nothing quite so energezing as
a tough, firm deadline-as is well known to
anyone who has faced an opening- night
theatre curtain, a business-deal
date or a term-paper due date. The gift o
an externally imposed deadline is not
always available and you might have to sst
for yourself. But take it seriously. One
way to do this is to make it public
Tell people who are important in your life.
The firmer the deadline, the harder it is to
break, the more energy it confers.

Take time for wise planning. But don‘t
take for ever. Whatever you can do, or
thinrk you can do - begin it Always keep in
mind that you can not hoard energy. You
can not build it up by not using it. Ade-
quate rest is part of any action plan, but
if unaccompanied by positive action, rest
may only depress you.

It might well be that much depression
and discontent can uitimately be traced to
our unused energy, our untapped potential.
There is enough constructive, creative work
for every with plenty left over. All

Revered Secretary, distinguished chief guest, my dear collegues and
students.

| have great pleasure in presenting to you the annual report of the
college for the year 1989-90,

The college re-opened after summer vacation on 28-6-1990.

Admissions :

B. Sc., B. Com., : The number of applications received for various
courses far exceeded the number of seats available and therefore permis-
sion was obtained from the University for 8 more seats in each of the
B.Sc.. courses and 4 more seats in B Com* course. The permission was
for this year only. But, in view of heavy rush for admission every year,
it is proposed to increase on a permanent basis the sanctioned strength
of each B.Sc., course from 32 to 40 and B. Com. course from 60 to 64.

Admissions were made strictly in accordance with Government order
on communal reservations. There was a depletion of strength later, as
students left to join Engineering and Medical colleges and Polytechnics. The
vacancies could not be filled up.

M.Sc , PHYSICS, CHEMISTRY AND MICROBIOLOGY :

Government norms for communal reservation were strictly followed in
making admissions into various P. G. courses. In order to enable more stu-
dents to join P.G. courses, special permission was obtained from the Univer-
sity to admit 4 more students in M.Sc.. Physics and Chemistry each 2 more
students in M Sc., Microbiology.
