Many of us would not have known the great mathematician Cauchy,
who had contributed a lot to the field of Mathematics. He was one of the
formost mathematicians in the 19th cantury.

Augustine Louis Cauchy, was born in Paris on August 21, 1789°
This year is also famous for Great French Revolution. Like all Mathemati-
cians, he was also very shrewd in the ecrly ages. When Napolean,
became the Emperor of France in 1804, he began to enroll the most brilliant
scientists of France into the technical and military schools. Cauchy was
one among them. He entered the Ecole Polytechnique at the age of sixteen.
He then continued his studies and went to the Ecole des Ponts Let
Chaussees

After a certaion amount of engineering experience he was elected to
the chair of mechanics in the Ecole pelytechnique and to the membership
in the Academic des Sciences. But the political  situation in France
was never right and it caused trouble to Cauchy. So he left France
and went to Turin at 1830. There he became the professor of Mathematics
in the University. Two years later he went 1O Piague. He returned to
France in 1838 and taught in certain church schools, In 1848 he was made
the professor of Mathematical astronomy.

His life was restless. This was because he was an eccentric. The
other reason for this was due to the changing political situation in France.
But inspite of these disadvantages, Cauchy published more than seven
hundred memoirs on Mathematics and showed himself a man of uncommon
scientific ability. He was a man of affable character. But inspite of this
character, he was not a man of good breeding. He possesed an unfortunate
conceited nature, which mathematicians should not have. He was very
norrow in his viewes, He would agiue endlessly with others for silly matters.
But all of these characters did not disturb or affect his valuable contributions
to Mathematics.

Generally, for any subject, untiring work is the most important
heed for success. For Cauchy it was more than the normal, He was an
