Ladies & Gentlemen, :
I have great pleasure in presentmg the Annual Report for the

academlc year 1998 i

: The College reopenéd-on 22-06- 1998 after the ‘summer vacation for
all classes except the First' Year U.G and" P-:G' Courses.  Subsequently the
I B.Sc.. & 1'B.Com., classes commenced on 15-07-98 'and’ the I M.Sc.,
classes on 09-09-98. ' Later, the Government 'extended the last date of
admission to UG/PG courses to 15-09-98 ‘due to ‘the delay in admission to
professional courses. The College functioned smoothly ‘all through thg
prescribed working days of the year with enriched academic activities.

ADMISSIONS :

As usual the number of applications far exceeded (almost 3 times)
the number of seats available in the, First Year U.G / P.G courses. Special
permission was therefore obtained from the Manonmaniam Sundaranar
Umver51ty for additional seats to" the U.G / P.G "'classes “(B:Sci;"32 + 12,
B.Com., 60 + 4, M.Sc., l2+8) oy

The admissions were made ‘by the College Admission = Committee
strnctly ac:ordmg to the norms prescrlbed by the State Government, basedon
communal reservations - cum - merit. In later part of September and early
October there was a gradual depletion of strength in ‘the I B.Sc., classes,
since some ‘of the students left the College in order to join the professmnal
Courses under - the waiting lists. Such vacancies that arose after the last
extended date of admission had, to be left unfilled, Consequently, the
strength of the U.G. Courses has decreased to. 644 from 720 and that of
the P G, Courses reduced to 114 from 120.

The revised fees structure -and, . modified admission rules
and regulations imposed by the Tamil Nadu Government on the unaided
courses and Self-Financing Institutions very much affccted the admission
to the I B.Sc., and I B.Com, " Evening couises of ‘our College. 'Only 32
students joined the I B.Com., class which can accommodate 50 students. There



was a poor demand for I B. Sc,, Physics.and 6 students only opted for it. AS
this number was very small compared to the maximum allowed strength o
32, the Management decided to temporarily suspend the I B.Sc., (Physics)
class for the academic year 1998-99. The total strength of the Evemng Course
at present is 135 (B.Sc., 38, B.Com. 97).

THE STAFF :

Out of 52 places of the Teachers, 10 places of retirement remained
vacant for quite a long time. Recently two posts were filled up as per the
communal reservation. Mrs, B.P. Usha, m.sc., M pPhil., PGDCA was appomted
Lecturer in Physics on 12-—01—99 and Drz. K. quramaman, M.com., Ph.D.,
as lecturer in - Commerce on 13—01—99. Dr. P. Ramanathan, H.0.D. and
Reader in Physics, on completion of his 3 year period of deputation to serv®
as the Registrar of Manonmaniam Sundaranar University, Thirunelveli>
rejoined duty on 01—03—99. il ;

There is also shortage of members of the Non-Teaching Staff. Out
of 32 posts, 6 remain still vacant, awaiting the Government orders to fill up
the existing vacancies as early as possible. -~ ~ ;
