el ANNUAL REPORT FOR 1999 - 2000

The College reopened on 16—8—1999 after the summer vacation for
all classes except the 1 Year U.G. and P G. Courses. Subsequently the
First B.Sc., & I B.Com., classes commenced on 18—7—99 and the I M S¢.,
classes on 29—8-—1999, Later, the T.N Government extended the last date of
admission for U.G. Courses to 31—8—99 and P.G. Conrses to 15—09—99.
The College functioned smoothly all through the prescribed working days
of the two semesters with enriched academic and co-curricular activities.

ADMISSIONS :

As usual the number of applications registered by the candidates
seeking admission far exceedad (3 to 5 times) the number of seats available in
the 1 Year U.G. / P.G Courses, Special permission was therefore obtained
from Manonmaniam Sundaranar University for the sanetioned additional seats
to the U.G. / P.G. Classes (B.Sc., 32 plus 12, B.Com., 60 plus 4, M.Sc.,
12 plus 8)

The admissions to the 1 Year U G. / P.G. Courses were made by the
College admission Committee strictly following the norms and guide lines
prescribed by the State Government, based on Communal reservations cum
- merit. In later part of September and early October, there was a gradual
depletion of student strength in the I B.Sc., classes, since a number of students
preferred to join the professional Courses under the belated waiting lists.
Such vacancies that arose after the last extended date of admission had to be
left unfilled. Consequently, the total strength of the Day College has decreased

to 776 (458 bays and 318 Girls) from the sanctioned strength of 340.

The revised fees structure and modified admission rules stipulated
by the Government on the Self Financing Institutions and unaided Courses
were not congenial to Colleges in the rural areas. There was poor response
for admission to B.Sc., (Physics) of the Evening Course and so we had to
suspend the I and IT Year B.Sc., Physics Evening Classes. The present
strength of the Evening Courses is 139 (B.Com 120, III B.Sc., 19).



THE STAFF :

Out of 52 posts of the Teaching Staff 8 places of retirement
remain vacant. As such, these vacancics can be filled up only after
forming the Selection Committee as per the new rules imposed by the
authorities. Two more posts are temporarily vacant, since Sri.
S. Surianarayanan, College Librarian and Sri A. Palanivel, S.S. Lecturer in
Chemiatry have been relieved to pursue their research work for 2 years under
F.1.P. sponsorod by the U.G.C. Five more Teachers are awaiting their chance
to go for research under the same programme. The affected teaching work
is made good by temporary part time Teachers. :

There is also shortage of members of the Non Teaching Shaff.
Out of the 32 places, 6 remain still vacant, awaiting the Government
orders to fill up the existing vacancies as early as possible.

Dr. R. Palaniappan H.O.D , of Microbiology has been invited
by the 1.C.M.R. to submit his research proposals to its Experts Committee
for funding to treat AIDS Patients with herbal/traditional medicines,
Dr. S. Ponnusamy, Mr G. Alagumuthu and Mr. R. Venkataraman of the
Chemistry Department have successfully completed their Minor Research
Projects and settled the U.G.C. accounts.

Nine Faculty members of different disciplines have presented
papers of good standard in National/State/University level U.G.C.
