Introduction : :

One of the most important subdivisions of the science of biology is GENETICS,
the study of heredity. The term genetics was first coined by WILLIAM BATESON in
1906. According to WEBSTER, Genetics is the branch of biology which deals with
hered1ty and Variation among related organism largely in their evolutionary aspects. The
science of genetics originated in 1900 with the rediscovery of a screntlﬁc article originally
published in 1866 by GREGOR JOHANN MENDEL.

Chromosomes are the carriers of genes. Genes are present both on autosomes and
sexchromosomes. The genes present on the autosomes control the somatic characters of the
organisms. But the genes present on the sex chromosoines control the sex characters.
- However, certain genes present in the sex chromosomes control the somatic characters.

The body characters whose genes are located on the sex chromosomes are called SEX
LINKED CHARACTERS. ~
Discovery :

The sex linked inheritance was first discovered by MORGAN in 1910 in -

Drosophilia melanogaster.

Types of sex linked characters :

They are five types of sex linked characters They are as follows,
1. X Linked characters
2.Y Linked characters
3. XY Linked characters
* 4. Completely sex linked characters.

5. Incompletely sex linked characters

X-Linked Characters :

Certain sex linked genes are located only on X chromosomes and their alleles are
absent from Y chromosomes. These genes are called X linked genes. The characters
controlled by these genes are called X linked characters. and their mode of inheritence is
called X linked inheritence. Eg. Colour blindness Haemophlha :

Haemophilia } Man
Colour Blindness :

1. Colour blindness is a sex linked characters discovers by WILSON in 1911.

2. Itis a hereditary disease and the affected persons cannot dlstmgmsh red colour .
& green colour.

3. The red blindness is called protonopia. These persons cannot see red colour.
The green blindness is called deuternopia. Such persons cannot see green colour.

4. Colour blindness is a recessive character.

5. It is caused by recessive genes represented by CC. The normal persons contain
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the genes CC or CC or C alone [in man]. The recessive genes prevent the proper develop-
‘ment of colour sensitive cells in the retina.

6. The gene’s for colour blindness are located on the X chromosomes Their alleles
are absent from 'Y chromosomes.

7. This character is common in man but rare in woman.

8. Colour blindness follows criss-cross inheritence as this characters transmitted
from the father to the grandson through the daughter.

9. This character is never transmitted to the son from the father.

10. The daughter carrying one recessive gene for colour blindness is called car-
rier. The carrier are normal in their vision.

(i) Marriage between colour blind woman and normal visioned man :-

If a woman [xx] is colour blind and she happens to marry a normal visioned male
[yx], then all F1 sons will be colour blind and daugters will be normal visioned. Because
the male receives one x - linked recessive gene.for colour blindness recesssives from
colour blind mother.

Haemophilia [Bleeder’s disease]
1. It is a hereditary blood disease discovered by John Cotto in 1803.
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-" 2 This disease is characterized by delayed blood clotting. This is because of the
. absence of a factor in the blood called Antihaemo philic globulin which plays an impor-
tant role in blood clotting. In normal persons the blood clots 12 to 8 min. But in haemophilic
patients clotting is delayed for 20 minutes to 24 hours. Hence they bleed continuously
from the wound. So haemophilia is also called bleeder’s disease.

3, This disease appeared as a mutant in Queen Victora and from her it was
transmitted to her descendent. Hence this disease is common among the Royal
Queen Victoria, so this disease is also called Royal disease.

4. Haemophilia is a sex linked recessive characters & the genes are located on X
chromosomes. : ; :

5. Tt is caused by a recessive genes represented hh & the normal condition is due
to dominant gene H. ;
