Distinguished chief guest of the college
day function, respected Secretary, dear
colleagues, beloved students, ladies and
gentlemen, [ have great pleasure in
presenting the 44th Annual report of our
college for the year 2006-2007.

This academic year started with the

reopening of the college on 14th June
2006.

Admissions:

A large number of applications were
received for aided courses and unaided
courses. Admissions were made based
on Tamil Nadu government guidelines.
Additional seats sanctioned by the
university were also filled up in both
aided and unaided courses. This year
the college started one more batch of
B.CA. Class with the permission of the
Manonmaniam Sundaranar university
to accommodate large number of
aspirants.

However unaided B.Sc Physics and
M.Com. Courses attracted only less
number of applications than the
number of seats available. The present
strength of the college is 800 in aided
courses with 394 boys and 406 girls and
597 students in unaided courses with
306 boys and 291 girls.

Staff:

Dr. S. Thinagar and Miss. K. Premalatha
were appointed as Lecturers in the

Physics Department in permanent
vacancies. Dr. S. Thinagar was working
as FIP substitute lecturer before
appointment in permanent vacancy
along with Mr. N. Srinivasan@
ArunsanRar. Mr. R. Subramanian, Head
of the Department of Physics retired on
30.11.2006 after 36 years of dedicated
service and was reemployed till
31.05.2007. Mr. S. Kailasanathan, oftice
superintendent went on Voluntary
Retirement after completing 25 years of
service on 31.01.2007. Mr. A. Pitchappa
was promoted as Assistant in the college
office. Mr. K. Sailappan , the college
games marker will be retiring on
31.03.2007 after a long and dedicated
service. The present teaching staff
strength in aided course is 38 with 11
vacancies and non-teaching staff
strength is 14 with 22 vacancies.
However our management has
appointed teaching and non-teaching
staff to carry on the work of the
institution.
