Distinguished Chief Guest Mr. T.S. Sridhar 1.A.S., Madam Harini
Sridhar, Dear Colleagues, beloved students, Ladies and Gentlemen, I
have great pleasure in presenting the 45th Annual Report of our College
for the year 2007-08.

The Academic year started with Reopening of the college for the second
and third year students on 13-06-2007.

Admissions :

The Number of Applications received for aided courses were less
than that was received last year. Seats in B.Com., B.Sc. Maths and B.Sc.
Advanced Zoology were filled completely. Few seats were vacant in
B.Sc. Physics and Chemistry courses. Seats in PG Science Courses and
BCA course attracted large number of aspirants. Seats in B.C.A. B.Sc,,
Bio Technology and B.Com. Courses were filled completely and B.Sc.
Physics course was closed due to poor student strength. M.Sc. (I.T. and
E.Com.) Course seats were all filled. The students strength of college at
present is 765 in aided courses with 347 boys and 418 girls and 642 in
unaided courses with 298 boys and 344 girls.

New Academic Programmes :

M.Sc. Mathematics with Information Technology course was started
this year in the center for Information Technology, of our college. To
make the students employable, training in certification programmes of
Sun Microsystems was provided to students with subsidized fees by
the Management. 100 Students were trained in Database
Administration, Java and System Administration Programmes.

People of
Indian  origin are biggest
contributors to this ever-expanding
industry. They like to contribute
for India’s growth by sharing their
knowledge and wealth.

Of course,
wealth is needed to make one’s life
comfortable. But there are people
who are wealthy but not happy.
Please do remember that
Happiness is a state of mind and
cannot be found in objects. Hence
love all, keep all and be happy.

Indeed, the supreme fruition of
knowledge is to be sought in
service to the humanity. May you
provide solace and service to the
poor and the deprived, achieve
excellence in your life and prove
worthy of the glorious traditions
of your alma mater”.

While working for your success
and your economic well-being,,
you must never lose sight of the
fact that as citizens of India, you
are working ultimately for the
upliftment of our people and the
development of our nation. While
much progress has been made in
India since independence much
more remains to be done.

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THE NOBEL LITERATURE LAUREATE DORIS LESSING

Doris Lessing is one of the famous
British Novelists. A prolific writer
of short stories, novels, plays,
Lessing is often commended for
her candid portrayals of female
characters who struggle with their
emotional and intellectual needs.
Ellen W. Brooks says Lessing’s
appeal in her fiction “rests largely
on her treatment of woman in
modern life, the most through and
accurate of any in Literature. Her
achievement is all the more
significant in those women with
whom one can identify complex,
intelligent, questioning nature,
who are not content with the
status quo, but rebel against the
established order”.

Born in Persia, in 1919, Lessing
grew up in the British colony of
Rhodesia. She dropped out of
school at the age of 14, and later
became active in the communist
party and the racial politics of
South Africa. In 1949, she moved
to London. Her first novel “The
Grass is Singing’ (1950) was
published.

When it was first published it
created a great impact on her
readers and immediately
established itself as a landmark in

twentieth century literature. The
novel focuses on the seductive
cruelty of colonialism and is a
fierce commentary on race
relations inimperial Rhodesia, an
exploration of the timeless
dichotomy of culture, nature,
racism and sexual hypocrisy. The
novel is a powerful examination
of the sexual and racial conflicts
experienced by a colonial woman
living in rural Rhodesia.

Lessing shifted from social
realism to a more experimental,
mystical and feminist in her
‘Children of Violence’ and
continued with four more novels.
Her best known novel ‘The
Golden Notebook” (1962) was a
landmark of the new wave of
feminism. It signaled her
disillusion with politics and break
with conventional
structure. She explores psychology
and prophecy in a range of genres
and styles in her novels of 1970s
and 1980s. Stylistic
experimentation is done in science
fiction such as “Memoirs of a
Survivor” (1979) and fantasy as in
“The Fifth Child” (1986), in the
political realisms as in “The Good
Terrorist’ (1985).

narrative
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A stark portrayal of Marital and
Parental relationships, ‘The Fifth
Child’ by Lessing transmits the
feelings of disquiet towards an
anti-child, Ben, with a simian
body. Harriet, the female
protagonist of the novel, mother
of Ben, is blamed for having
caused a break up in the family
because of her determination to
raise her aberrant son along with
her other, four, normal children at
home. The delusion of domestic
bliss and conventional values of a
nuclear family suffice the
question: What happens when a

hideous, abnormal child s born
into a human (normal human)
society?

Author of twenty seven novels,
sixteen short stories, five
novel-sequences, three dramas,
Seven non-fiction and two
autobiography, Doris Lessing is
still the most celebrated and
distinguished writers of recent
decades. Winner of the Nobel
Prize for Literature 2007, She
lives in north London, aged 87.

James T Glover has been involved in the research and development of
Vedic Mathematics and its application to education for over 20 years. A
fellow of the Institute of mathematics and its Applications, Glover also
holds the position of director of Mathematical Studies at the school of
Economic Science and is the head of the department, mathematics, at
St. James Independent School in London. He offers an insight into Vedic
Mathematics and its Application.

What is Vedic Mathematics? What are its Origins?

Vedic Mathematics was discovered in the last century by the late Bharati
Krishna Terthaji, Sankaracharya of Puri. He devised methods and
techniques from his study of Vedic texts, which he combined with his
understanding of the way in which the human psyche deals with
mathematical problems. Vedic Mathematics is based on 16 principles
or sutras, which can be applied to all kinds of mathematical problems
efficiently.

Contrary to popular belief, Vedic Mathematics is not the mathematical
system of ancient India. That view is based on a limited understanding
of the word “Veda”. It is commonly understood to mean the ancient
Indian texts, the four vedas, however in Samaskritham, the work “Veda”
also means knowledge, which is beyond all limitations of culture,
religion, race or language.

What is distinct about Vedic Mathematics? Is it computational in
nature? Are its 16 sutras adequate to solve problems thrown up by
modern mathematics?

The easiest way to introduce Vedic Mathematics is through arithmetical
computation. That’s way one gets the impression that the subject is all
about calculations and computations. When solving a problem logically,
the mind can operate in different ways. On the face of it, the Vedic
Maths sutras definitely offer fast methods of calculation and problem
solving since they encapsulate the laws by which the mind naturally
works.

Vedic Mathematics teaches a practical approach systematically, rather
than leaving it to accidental discovery. Furthermore, the sutras actually
apply to mathematical problems of all kinds. While Vedic Mathematics

A\
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tends to reveal alternative and efficient methods, it also reinforces
methods currently in use.

Will Vedic Mathematics redefine the boundaries of mathematics?

Vedic mathematics will reorient people’s view of mathematics. It has
great potential in advanced mathematics. Application of Vedic methods
at higher levels of mathematics can take the whole subject into new
and uncharted water. It can also enhance the problem - solving
capabilities of individuals, both at professional and school levels. It
enables you to look at and solve the problem in a creative way. Vedic
Mathematics may be used in the field of Cryptography also.

Do you see Vedic Mathematics playing a role in Computer Sciences?

The algorithms used in Vedic Mathematics are highly applicable in
Computer Sciences. Some Computer Scientists in Bangalore are
exploring the possibility of using it in software programming,.

What is preventing Vedic Mathematics from being corporated in
School Curricula?

There are two main objections to Vedic Mathematics in India. One is
that it’s not really vedic. The second that it is only a bunch of tricks. In
response to the latter, I would say that exactly the opposite is true. A
good deal of school mathematics is full of tricks. Vedic Mathematics
sure has some tricks as well, however, it also seeks to understand the
structure beyond perceivable equations.

Unfortunately, there’s not much awareness about the subject in academic
circles. One of the easiest places to establish the significance of Vedic
Mathematics is in the country of its origin. The change has to be brought
at the grass roots level and within the educational policy.

It there research being done on the subject?

The research and development has been carried out in London. Not
everybody is willing to do this because Vedic Mathematics challenges
existing paradigms. The setting up of the World Academy for Vedic
Mathematics in Nagpur early this year may provide the much needed
impetus to research on the subject.
