The academic year started with the reopening of the college for the
second and third year classes on 16.06.2008.

I ADMISSIONS:

The number of applications received for some of the UG Courses in
the aided stream were less than those received last year. All the seats
were filled up in B.Com., B.Sc., Mathematics and B.Sc. Advanced Zoology
courses whereas a few seats fell vacant in B.Sc. Physics and Chemistry
courses. Seats in all the PG Science courses were filled up. Among the
self financing courses, there was a heavy demand for the BCA Course.All
the seats were filled up in BCA and B.Com courses. A few seats had
fallen vacant in B.Sc. Biotechnology, M.Sc. (IT & e-com) and also M.Sc.
Mathematics (with IT) courses. The total strength of the college at present
is 1487 with 771 in aided courses (Boys 332, Girls 439) and 716 in unaided
courses (Boys 321 , Girls 395).

NEW ACADEMIC PROGRAMME :

A B.Sc. Course on Electronics and Communications was started this
year in the self financing stream. This course was started in lieu of the
B.Sc. (Physics) Evening course which was closed due to poor patronage.
The demand for the new course was satisfactory.

This is the best exercise which helps to increase the supply of oxygen to
skin and muscles. 1t may be a primary factor in the prevention of heart
and circulatory disease.

Walking at comfortable speed improves the efficiency of the cardio-
respiratory system by stimulating the lungs and heart but at a more
gradual rate than most other forms of exercise. It may increasc the
clasticity of the blood vessels decreasing the likelihood that they will
rupture under pressure-one cause of strokes.

To be effective, walking must be done regularly for 45 to 65 rminutes,
atleast three times a week.

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JAMES JOYCE (1882-1941)

James Aloysius Joyce was an [rish novelistand a short story writer.
He was the Pioneer of modern English novel, He turned away from the
beaten track of the Conventional novelists, did experiments and made
innovations with new techniques in his novel, He wrote three novels
and a collection of short stories; all his three novelsare auto-biographical.

Jovee is a man of immense credibility and honesty, and all his
Protagonists are sensible, honest and credible,  His characters appear
simple, shy, moody, down to earth type, at the same time they are
brooding, egoistic and revolting introverts. The sources of his novels
are nothing but himself, the people, the family and the environment thal
surrounds him. Freedom is one of the key features in Joyce's work in
general and not all readers finds this freedom easy to cope with at first.

Born at Rathger, a suburb of Dublin in Ireland. Joyce's family was
a Roman Catholic family. Very early in his life he was exposed to religion,
Church, politics and family problems. In his later life Joyce did away
with religion, church, Ireland, family and even his home. Joyce firmly
believed he couldn’texpress freely and fully under the stifling atmosphere
of tamily, religion, church, and Ireland. Finally in 1904 Joyce left Treland
to Paris tn search of his destiny as an artist.

Joyee's first novel “ A Portrait of the Artist as a voung man” was
published tn 1916. Stephan Dedalus the Protagonist is an artistic
recreation of Joyce himself. As little boys both Stephen and Joyce are
brooding, egoistic introverts, The novel emphasizes the artist’s
comprehensive vision and his alienation from a decaying society.

Joyee's next novel “Ulysses” published in 1921 has an epic
structure. It deals with the thoughts and actions of a single day in the
lives of characters but the sweep of the ideas 14§ so vast that it seems to
cover the whole civilization, ancient and modern.

“Finnegan's wake” published in1939 which took seventeen years
for Joyee to complete, explains in detail the philosophies of sin and
redemption, his concept of history, sexual behaviour and religious beliefs,

The book is made difficult not only by the varied complexity of its themes
but also with the unconventional English vocabulary and syntax
deliberately used by Joycee.

Joyce wrote only three novels but he occupies the very importan
place in twentieth century fiction, As John Blades points out,

“Joyee is one of the great names of ‘culture’, Everyone has heard |
of him even if they have not read him, 1is reputation is such that he acts
as a sort of ritual object in our culture, so much so that lots of people are
actually put off reading his work. Tt is almost as if they feel belittled by
his preat stature. But reading Joyce is nowhere near as difficult as some
people believe...and it is a great deal more fun too.”

Joyce may bewilder the ordinary reader. But if the novels are
studied in detail their significance and beauty may be understood, Joyce
and his work stood for honesty, cred ibility and freedom of expression.
Joyce's technique of novel writing has had prefound effect on novelists
all over the world,
