Distinguished Chief Guest Dr.S.Manickam, Registrar of
Manonmaniam Sundaranar University, Revered Secretary of our college,
Learned Colleagues, Beloved students, Ladies and Gentlemen, 1 have
great pleasure in presenting the 47" Annual Report of Sri Paramakalyani
College for the year 2009-2010.

The Academic year started with the reopening of the college for the
second and third year classes on 17.06.2009.

ADMISSIONS:

In some of the UG Courses in the aided stream compared to the
previous year the number of admission seekers were more. There was a
good demand for admission into B.Com and B.Sc.,Mathematics courses.
Though all the seats were filled up in B.Sc,, Chemistry , Physics and
Advanced Zoology & Biotechnology courses initially, a few students left
these courses consequent to their admission into engineering colleges.
Seats in all the PG Science courses was filled up. Among the Self
Financing courses, there were a heavy demand for the B.Com course
and all the seats were filled up in B.Com and BCA. A few seats had
fallen vacantin B.Sc.,(Biotechnology , B.Sc.,(Electronics & Communication)
and also M.Sc.,(IT & e-com).

New Academic Programme:

A masters programme - M.Sc - in Mathematics was started this
year. This course was started in Iié: of the M.Sc., Mathematics with IT
Course which was closed due to poor patronage.

The total strength of the college at present is 1464 with 769 in aided
courses (Boys 345 Girls 424) and 695 in Self financed courses (Boys 292
Girls 403).

The classes for the I year UG courses started functioning from
01.07.2009 and for I year PG Courses from 20.07.2009. '




STAFF:

After a stint of nearly of service as members of faculty ) years in the
Department of chemistry, Mr.V.Mahadevan and Dr.S.Rengamani on
31.05.2009. Their rich experience and devoted service were also
instrumental in the development of the Department of Chemistry with a
research department. Consequent to their selection for appointment in
Government colleges, Mr.M.Rajamoorthy and Mrs.G.Selvarani , teachers
working in the Department of Physics resigned. Captain Mr.M.Kumar
(Head of the Department of Tamil) Mrs.C.Muthulakshmi @ Sasikala
(Department of Mathematics ) and Mr.A.Sisubalan (Department of
Commerce) were deputed to do Ph.D., under the UGC XI Plan Faculty
Development Programme and in their places Dr.S.Krithika(Tamil),
Mr.S.Sathish Narayanan (Mathematics), Mr.E.Palani(Commerce),
Mr.M.Karthikeyan and Mrs.R.Sivasankari (Commerce) were appointed
as guest lectueres.

Mr.P.Sankaran, Waterman retired from service on 31-08-2009
onwards after servicing the institution for thirty long years.

At present the strength of the teaching faculty is 39 (with 10
vacancies) and that of the Non-teaching is 10(with 26 vacancies).
