Institution to this august gathering with great delight and pleasure.

The vision and mission of this great institution guide us to serve the
underprivileged people of the society in and around Alwarkurichi.

Admissions

Single window admission to all first year courses started with a great
vigour and was completed during the second week of June, followed by the re-
opening of the College on 18.6.2014. All the seats were filled up in the existing
courses and there was a good demand for PG admissions and the final figures
are 456 in UG and 133 in PG. The present student strength of the College is 1590
out of which 674 are boys and 916 are girls.

Staff

Dr. A.J.A. Ranjith Singh retired as the Principal and other members
of the faculty Dr. V. Perumal, Dr. S. Ramesh and Dr. S. Ponnusamy, also
retired from service on 31.5.2014. In view of the retirement of the Principal,
Dr. S. Kalyanaraman, Head, Department of Physics was promoted and he took
charge as Principal from 9.6.2014. Our management is gracious enough to fill
these vacancies along with the already existing vacancies by appointing adhoc
lecturers keeping in mind the interest of the students.

Our teaching staff Dr. K. Manickam, Dr. M. Seenivasan, Dr. C.
Muthulakshmi @ sasikala, Dr. S. Thanalakshmi and Dr. K. R. Narayanan was
promoted as Associate Professors.

Viswanathan, Mrs. K. Premalatha and Mrs. A. Annalakshmi have attended
Refresher Courses.
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Mr.NambiNarayanan, Typist passed Account Testfor Subordinate Officer

The total strength of the teaching staff is 31 in aided stream and that of the
non- teaching is 23. The total number of teaching staff is 34 in unaided stream
and that of the non-teaching is 15. The total number of teaching staff and the
non-teaching staff duly appointed by the management is 17 and 7 respectively.

The University results are encouraging with a good pass percentage in
UG and PG.

The numbers of beneficiaries for management scholarships are 119
in UG and 6 in PG in aided stream and 28 in UG and 8 in PG in unaided stream.
Alumni Association of our College also provides scholarships for deserving
students every year.
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To cater the development of the reading, reference and skills of the
students, books, magazines, journals, newspapers and periodicals are made
available in  the Iibrary. Our Management provides browsing facility free of
cost to all the students,

For the sake of non-residential students the College helps in getting
concessions in transports. For slow learners, Remedial Coaching is offered.
Bridge Courses were offered to all the first year students at their entry-level
to get oriented to higher level of learning. Academic Experts and Academic
Counsellors were invited to motivate and interact with the first years. Besides,
Career Oriented Lecturers, Study Tours, Industrial Visits and Seminars were
periodically arranged for the students to improve their skills.

In addition, Placement Cell, Anti-ragging Cell, Women Redressal Cell,
Counselling are functioning in our College to provide better student support
services.

Swami Vivekananda believed education is the process by which these inherent
potentialities in human personality manifest themselves in completing his or
her total development. This total development of human personality includes
intellectual and moral development. Most of the present day school and
college curriculum only aim at intellectual development. It is in this field that
western science, technology and commerce have attained tremendous success,
Science is systematic pursuit of knowledge at empirical level. The scientific
method gives a very good training to the mind. It was by applying the scientific

technology. Secondly, he viewed that science is not contradictory to the eternal
spiritual principles, which is the foundation of Indian culture.

)
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The other primary purpose of education is to build character and to enable
people to lead moral lives. However, this is precisely the field where most of
the modern systems of education have failed. Swami Vivekananda has given
a new definition of morality. To quote his words, “The only definition that can
be given of morality is this: that which is selfish is immoral, and that which
is unselfish is moral”. For Swami Vivekananda, unselfishness and service are
not mere matters of rules and regulations but of reality. If God dwells in all
beings as the Supreme Self, if every man is potentially divine, then to serve
God in man or man as God is the best form of worship. To quote Swami
Vivekananda’s own words: “It is a privilege to serve mankind, for this is the
worship of God. God is here in all these human souls. He is the soul of man.”

Mahatma Gandhi’s views on education were always focused on an
all-round education, not just literacy. He stressed on the development of a
child as a whole, not just the mind. Mahatma Gandhi said “Literacy in itself
is no education. Literacy is not the end of education or even the beginning.
By education, I mean an all-round drawing of the best in child and man in
body, mind and spirit. The real difficulty is that people have no idea of what
education truly is. We assess the value of education in the same manner as we
assess the value of land or of shares in the stock-exchange market. We want
to provide only such education as would enable the student to earn more. We
hardly give any thought to the improvement of the character of the educated”.

Aurobindo’s Aims of Education

Shri Aurobindo emphasized that education should be in accordance with
the needs of our real modern life. In other words, education should create
dynamic citizen so that they are able to meet the needs of modern complex life.
According to him, physical development and holiness are the chief aims of
education. As such, he not only emphasized mere physical development,
but physical purity also without which no spiritual development is possible.
In this sense physical development and purification are the two bases on which
the spiritual development is built. The second important aim of education is
to train all the senses, namely, hearing, speaking, listening, touching, smelling
and tasting. Hence, through education purity of senses is to be achieved before
any development is possible. The third aim of education is to achieve mental
development of the child. This mental development means the enhancement
of all mental faculties’ namely-memory, thinking, reasoning, imagination, and
discrimination etc. Education should develop them fully and harmoniously.
Another important aim of education is the development of morality. Shri
Aurobindo has emphasized that without moral and emotional development
only, mental development becomes harmful to human process. Heart of a child
should be so developed as to show extreme love, sympathy and consideration
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for all living beings. This is real moral development. Thus, the teacher should
| be a role model to his children that mere imitation can enable them to reach
[ higher and higher stages of development. Development of conscience is another
important aim of education that needs to develop by the help of teacher.

But what do we usually perceive as the purpose of education? Is education
about preparing students for a specific career? Or is it about teaching students

independently?
Over the decades, the following have all been identified as goals of education:

To prepare children for citizenship

To cultivate a skilled workforce

To teach cultural literacy

To help students become critical thinkers

To help students compete in a global marketplace

While these are related goals, they demonstrate the diversity of
expectations and prioritization that society and its educators must manage.

Education does not have a single purpose; it serves multiple objectives, and
the relative importance of each of these objectives can be very personal. The

Socrates
wever would readily admit his own ignorance. In fact he believed that
recognizing this lack of knowledge set him apart from other thinkers, He
always said “I know that I am intelligent, because I know that I know nothing”.

Socrates believed that knowledge was the ultimate virtue best used to help
people improve their lives. He said “the only good is knowledge and the only
evil is ignorance”. Instead of valuing money and worldly prestige, Socrates
honoured knowled ge. Even when his life was in danger, he proclaimed: “While
I have life and strength, I shall never cease from the practice and teaching of
philosophy, exhorting anyone whom I meet and saying to him after my manner :

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“You, my friend, a citizen of the great and mighty Athens- are you not ashamed
of keeping up the greatest amount of money and honour and reputation and
caring so little about wisdom and truth and the greatest improvement of the
soul, which you never regard at all”. Socrates urged people to care more about
developing their own knowledge he believed would lead to both goodness and
happiness.

Socrates’ greatest contribution to fellow learners is his theory of questioning,
now called the Socrates method. To gain true knowledge, Socrates believed that
an issue must be broken into smaller questions. The answers help the thinker
recognize contradictions and distill the truth.

Our former Prime Minister Dr.ManmohanSingh while launching the
National Knowledge Commission in 2005 said “It is now commonplace to say
that 21st century will be the Knowledge century. ................... I believe that
this proposition implies that it is not military power or economic power that
will in fact determine a nation’s place in the world now in the making but
its “brain power”. Brain power should of course be reflected in a country’s
economic competitiveness as well as military prowess. More importantly
it should be reflected in what Amartya Sen has called “human capabilities”,
Human capability is a function of the well-being of people and the investment
we make for human capital formation. The ability of a nation to make tie best
use of its brain power will shape its place in the world in the present century”.

My young friends, all of you will have great ambitions to make a successful
life. You must have heard the adage that “Nothing succeeds like success”. But
the term “success” itself has different meanings and different connotations to
different people.

Success (the opposite of failure) is the status of having achieved and
accomplished an aim or objective. Being successful means the achievement of
desired visions and planned goals. Furthermore, success can be a certain social
status that describes a prosperous person that could also have gained fame
for its favorable outcome. The dictionary describes success as the following;
“attaining wealth, prosperity and/or fame”.

How to define success in life?

The only person that can answer the question above properly is you
yourself. I am neither able nor willing to prescribe the ultimate definition of
success, as this is not possible. Every person is thinking different about being
prosperous in life and is defining success in another way, so there can’t exist a
definition that is suitable for all. It is very important that you know exactly how
to define success in life! Make yourself aware what accomplishment, success
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and prosperity in general means to you in your life. Some might define success
as having luxurious materials and a huge mansion, whereas others consider a
life full of joy and happiness with their family as the true meaning of success.
Once you have figured out what is important for you personally you are able
to focus on your visions and goals.

The meaning of success

One of the most important key steps to achieve success in life is to know
the meaning of success for your personal life. The true meaning of success
goes far beyond the common definitions of success, such as having a lot of
money, being wealthy, having a lot of tangibles and earned degrees. Quite
the opposite is: true success in life cannot be measured with the above named
factors, but instead with the amount of people that are able to live a better
and more advanced life because of what you created. This is the meaning of
success. Not the trophies people are collecting in their lives. Media and society
lets us often conclude that living a successful life means to be extraordinary
wealthy and have a lot of tangibles. But the meaning of success is to live a
happy life and to make this world a better place for everyone.

Definition of failure

The opposite of success is failure as it means to fail while trying to achieve
aims or objectives. Besides this regular definition of failure it also can be said
that even wealthy and successful persons fail in their lives. Just think about the
rich and famous and all their scandals, addictions and suicides. All of them
were extraordinary persons but a lot of them were also extremely unhappy
with their lives and were not able to see the meaning of success. Wealth cannot
be defined with money, but instead with values in your life that make you a
happy person, such as friendship, relationships and your family.

The difference between accomplishment and success:

Accomplishment is often associated with success, but it is not the same.
Accomplishment refers to the results we desire when we attempt to reach
specific goals. Basically it is the results that we plan or expect to occur. Success
is the positive consequence or outcome of an achieved accomplishment.

The definition of accomplishment

Accomplishment can be seen as the process to become successful and with

every accomplished goal you take a step towards prosperity and a life full of
success.
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How to achieve success in life?

The process of becoming successful starts with elaborated goal setting

Define a strategy and a plan how you intend to reach your goals, aims and
visions Keep in mind that success is the consequence of having earned a series
of accomplishments, so make sure to divide your goals into easier to reach
subgoals

Joel Brown says “You can’t assure success to anyone, but you can increase
the chances of it happening. After all, opportunity favors the prepared. If you
follow the following success principles, you can dramatically increase the
chances of success in your life.

Success Principles
1 - Prepare yourself

The first success principle is preparation. It’s the foundation of success. The
Chinese scholar Confucius said “Success depends upon previous preparation,
and without such preparation, there is sure to be failure”. With preparation you
create your own opportunities. Once you have all the different elements lined
up, it only takes a small opening to realize your goal. At the same time, taking
advantage of big opportunities without enough preparation means risking
your success, as you're building without a well- laid foundation. Positive
believing is an attitude of confidence that comes with preparation.

2 - Do something you love

You have to work very hard whatever you choose to do. Your work or
your project will dominate much of your time and your life. Therefore, find
something that you enjoy doing and do that. Martin Luther King said “If it
falls your lot to be a street sweeper, go out and sweep streets like Michelangelo
painted pictures. Sweep streets like Beethoven and Handel composed music.
Sweep streets like Shakespeare wrote poetry. Sweep streets like so well that
all the hosts of heaven and earth will have to pause and say, here lived a great
street sweeper who swept his job well”.

3 - Get started

Pablo Picasso said “Action is the foundational key to all success”. You have
to start somewhere. Today is as good a day as any to start. Get into action
today and start moving in the direction you want. Putting it off can only lead
to failure, whereas if you start and see an early setback, at least you conquered
that setback early on.
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4 - Move in the right direction

Keep everything moving in the direction you want. It doesn’t matter if

things go slowly initially. As long as the overall direction is favorable, you'll
get where you want to go eventually.

5 - Use the power of dreams and your imagination

Brian Tracy said “All successful people, men and women are big dreamers.
They imagine what their future could be, ideal in every respect and then they
work every day toward their distant vision, that goal or purpose”. Albert
Einstein said “Logic will get you from A to B. Imagination will take you
everywhere”. What you dream and visualize today will become true tomorrow.
You just have to work on turning it into reality. Just as your dreams can only
|f influence your life if you let them, the cities you build in yourimagination can
I only become real if you build them. Today, a successful member of society
| must bring something different to the table. Individuals are valued for their
unique contributions and their ability to think creatively, take initiative and
incorporate a global perspective into their decisions.

6 - Think big

David J. Schwartz said “Those who believe they can move mountains, do.
Those who believe they can’t cannot. Belief triggers the power to do”. If you
set your aim a bit too high, you might fall short. If you set your aim too low
you might achieve your goal... and miss out on the other opportunities. By

thinking bigger, the only limit is what is possible. You're no longer limited by
what you think is possible.

7 - Focus on growth

Seemingly impossible challenges are just cleverly disguised opportunities
for growth. If you take those challenges and, in solving them, improve yourself,
you'll find yourself continually moving in the right direction.

8 - Maintain your determination

Abraham Lincoln said “Always bear in mind that your own resolution to

succeed is more important than any other”. With enough determination, you
can succeed through

almost any odds. Enough determination means you'll find a way no matter
the situation.

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9 - Set a clear vision

Think through where you'll want to g0. Develop a clear sense of what your
final goal is, and keep this with you. By knowing the destination you want to
reach, you can continually look at your current path and decide if it’s a route
that will help you get where you want to go.

10 - Set goals along the way

A final goal isn’t enough. You need intermediate goals that set the path,
These goals should be specific, measurable, realistic, attainable, and timely. -

These intermediate goals define the steps that you need to take to get to the ‘
final one.

11 - Work out plans of action for your work

For each goal, it helps to have plans to reach them. Your plan describes how
you can reach each step from where you are, or where you will be. Keep in
mind that the future is never certain. Things rarely work out exactly how you
plan. Therefore, see these plans as showing one or more possible routes, not
necessarily the route you'll end up taking.

Still, knowing the plan means you can avoid long detours that might |
compromise your chances of reaching a goal on time — or at all.

12 - Commit to taking action

Once you start going, keep going. Never give up. If you find an obstacle in
your way, chip away at it or go around it. The only way to really fail is to give

up. If you keep going you’ll succeed. If you hit the limits of what's possible,
you can regroup and find another way.

13 - Use affirmations

Affirmations are just short, positive, and above all direct phrases in present
tense. Things like “I'm getting more and more successful.” The idea is that they
reinforce a positive world view. With affirmations, you are defining your own
reality. By transmitting a positive world view to your mind, it adopts this view,
As your mind adopts this view, it helps shape the world around you to fit it, |
which means it helps make the world around you one that reflects a reality -
of you getting more successful every day. Mahatma Gandhi said: “Man often
becomes what he believes himself to be. If I keep on saying to myself that I
cannot do a certain thing, it is possible that I may end up really becoming
incapable of doing it. On the contrary, if I have the belief that I can do it, I shall
surely acquire the capacity to do it even if I may not have it at the beginning”.
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14 - Get rid of negative influences

Avoid harmful influences around you that might shake you from your goal.
Keep people and ideas around you that support your success and your belief
in yourself.

15 - Be grateful and appreciate what you have

The final success principle is to appreciate what you have already. Realize
that - by sheer virtue of the fact that you can be reasonably certain you'll live
from one day to the next - you already have enough. Enjoy it! Appreciate what
you've achieved so far, and see that what you want, where you're going, is not
what you need or what you must do. Rather, these are things and actions that
will make your situation even better.

When I talked so long about the students and their success, I cannot fail to
mention about the great heroes behind your success who are the dedicated
teachers of this college. About the significance of education and the great
contribution of teachers, Aristotle said: “Those who educate children well are
more to be honoured than parents, for these only gave life, those the art of
living well”.

My young friends, before 1 conclude, I would like to quote what
the Nobel Laureate and the renowned scientist Albert Einstein told while he
addressed a group of school children in the year 1934: “My dear children, I
rejoice to see you before me today, happy youth of a sunny and fortunate land.
Bear in mind that the wonderful things that you learn in your schools are the
work of many generations, produced by enthusiastic effort and infinite labour
inevery country of the world. All this is put into your hands as your inheritance
in order that you may receive it, honour it and one day faithfully hand it on
to your children. Thus, do we mortals achieve immortality in the permanent
things which we create in common. If you always keep that in mind, you will
find meaning in life and work and acquire the right attitude towards other
nations and ages”.

Sir Issac Newton is ranked as a second person in the book of “100 Ranking
of the most influencial person in History” written by Michael H. Hart. Newton,
the most influenced person, was born in Woodsthorpe, England on Christmas
day in 1642, the day when Galileo died. Newton was a bri ght student but he was
inattentive in the class. His mother decided to discontinue his studies, with a
hope that he could manage his profession as a farmer but he had more interest
in studies. Due to his self interest and hard work he got a place in Cambridge
University; where he got knowledge about Science and Mathematics.

His first discovery was his great work on light, composed of seven colour
(VIBGYOR). He also analysed the consequences in the reflection and refraction
of light. He was the first person to discover the reflecting telescope, which we
use in big astronomical observations today. His important discovery was in the
field of Mechanics. He solved the question raised by the scientists in Galileo’s
discovery using his three laws.

RAKHI FESTIVAL

India is a country rich of festivals. Its culture is so rich that it celebrates a
festival almost every month. Moreover, people of India are so lively that they
celebrate each and every festival with lot of enthusiasm. One of such festival is
Rakhi or Raksha Bandhan, which reflects the sweet relationship of brother and
a sister. Though brothers and sisters share and enjoy the bond of love between
them throughout the year, Rakhi is the day when they get an opportunity to
express their tender love and feelings for each other. Rakhi also makes them
commemorate their loving memories, loyalty, closeness, trust and friendship
that is ever lasting and pure.

Raksha Bandhan is celebrated every year on ‘Shravan Purnima’ (Full Moon
Day of the Hindu month of Shravan), which generally falls in the month of
August. On the auspicious day of Rakhi, sisters wake up in the morning, take
bath, offer prayers to the Almighty and visit their brothers to perform the
rituals of Rakhi. The ritual of Raksha Bandhan essentially includes tying of
scared thread (which is called ‘Rakhi’ or ‘Raksha Sutra’) by the sisters, on their
brothers” wrist. Before tying Rakhi, the sisters would perform an aarti, apply
tilak (by mixing rice grains and roli) on their brother’s forehead and then offer
them sweetmeat.

After the ritual of tying Rakhi is over, the brothers would give their sisters
some gift or money and promise them to help them when ever they need
and protect them throughout their lifetime.
