	 Distinguished Chief guest Mr.M.Karunakaran, District Collector, 
Tirunelveli, Respected Secretary of our College Dr.G.Devarajan, Learned 
colleagues, Beloved students, Ladies and Gentlemen,  Much to the delight, I 
am presenting the 54th annual report of this prestigious institution among the 
august gathering. 

The vision and mission of this great institution guide us to serve the 
underprivileged people of the society in and around Alwarkurichi. 

Admissions

Single window admission to all first year courses started well ahead of 
reopening and was completed during the last week of May 2016. The College 
re-opened on 18.6.2016. This year three new courses in B.A. English and B.Sc. 
Mathematics and M.Sc. Computer Science were introduced in the unaided 
stream. All the seats were filled up in the existing courses and the final figures 
are 506 in UG and 121 in PG. The present student strength of the College is 1705 
out of which 731 are boys and 974 are girls.

Staff 

Mr. A. Sisubalan, head of the department of Commerce was awarded Ph.D 
this year. Our teaching faculty Mrs. A.Anushya was promoted as Associate 
Professor. Dr. M. Kumar has gone to a refresher course in NCC for getting 
promotion to Major rank. Two members of faculty Mrs. B.P.Usha and Mrs. 
K.Premalatha were relieved to pursue Ph.D under faculty development 
program. Substitute teachers Dr. R.N.Mariammal and Dr. N. Booma Devi were 
appointed in the above two vacancies. Other vacancies in the main stream were 
filled by our management to cater the need of our students. 

The total strength of the teaching staff is 30 in aided stream and that of the 
non-teaching is 23. The total number of teaching staff is 43 in unaided stream 
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and that of the non-teaching is 15. The total number of teaching staff and the 
non-teaching staff duly appointed by the management is 18 and 7 respectively

Student support

Scholarships from the Government of Tamilnadu have been issued to BC, MBC 
and SC/ST students. Totally 175, 78 and 176 students were benefitted under 
these categories. 148 students have got beedi scholarship. The numbers of 
beneficiaries for Management Scholarships for academic excellence this year, 
are 148 in UG and 12 in PG in aided stream and 65 in UG and 14 in PG in 
unaided stream. Alumni Association of our College also provides Scholarships 
for deserving students every year. 

Management also provides scholarship for achievers in sports at University 
Level. The following are the beneficiaries who won the Competition in University 
and State Level. Mr. Muthuraj, II B.com, Miss J. Dulsi Jenifa III Zoology, Miss 
R. Dhanushiya I B.com, Miss M. Lilly puspham, I B.C.A, Miss P. Kalyani III 
B.Com, Mr. D. Venkatesh Prabhakaran. II B.com, Mr. M. Maheshwaran I M.Com 
and Mr. P. Thirumalaikumar. III B.Sc Zoology. Our students won University 
championship in Kho-Kho and Cross country events.  

Student support services like Placement Cell, Anti-ragging Cell, Women 
Redressal Cell and Counselling are in force. At the entry level bridge courses are 
offered to all first year students. For competence building initiatives programs 
like Career Oriented Lecturers, Study Tours, Industrial Visits and Seminars 
were periodically arranged for the students. Library provides all supportive 
academic endeavours for the students. Also College help students to obtain 
concessions in transport, pan card and passport facilities.

I feel honoured and privileged to have been asked to be the Chief Guest at the 
graduation ceremony of this excellent institution—I was fortunate to witness 
the unique features of the College and I have great admiration for the emphasis 
the institution places on learning and development, positive engagement with 
the community, developing leadership skills; qualities that will positively 
impact communities, country and the world at large.

 May I take this opportunity of expressing my appreciation to the management 
and principal for the invitation to this event.  

All the graduates strive to build such qualities with mixed success. I am 
confident that your future in the real world is secure! 

Graduation is a time of celebration and triumph and marks the end of one 
phase and beginning of the next phase. It is a very proud moment for the 
graduates, parents and teachers who have all played their part in the end result. 
The students have worked hard with focus, determination and discipline. 
Teachers have done their utmost to help you by encouraging and motivating 
you to perform at optimum and achieve the end result. Your parents have 
made many sacrifices in the last few years and provided you with the enabling 
environment at home, finance, and moral support, to help you through this 
phase. The students entered into educational institutions as children and are 
leaving as adults; they will be in totally different environments with new 
friends, new systems and new peer pressures. Parents have to understand and 
accept that their children will not be under one roof with them and may end 
up a few thousand miles away from home. This requires emotional adjustment 
for both parent and child. 
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Parents may not always be right in what they say to you—but believe, whatever 
every parent  says or does is because they genuinely believe that it is in the best 
interests of their children.

Parents try to keep children out of trouble; however if you are faced with a 
challenge, remember—parents  affection is unconditional and will help you 
throughout our life and the sooner you share the issues with them, remedial 
measures are faster, less expensive and less painful. Parents quite often 
underestimate the ability of their children to deal with issues and create a 
relationship and an environment of dialogue regardless of the issue. Further, 
parents should build confidence in the minds of children about their future.

When we get into the current scenario of higher education system in India, it 
is very frequently observed that students sign up for higher studies with less 
interest or take it casually. Moreover, there are very few institutions in India 
who are giving quality inputs so as to inculcate the learning skills amongst 
students.

Higher Education System in India compared to developing / developed 
countries needs substantial improvement. The percentage of students taking 
higher education is hardly about 13 % whereas the same is varying between 28 
to 90 %, across the world. The lowest percentage being 28 % and the same is as 
high as 90 % in developed countries.

The CII-Deloitte report on “Annual Status of Higher Education of States and 
UTs in India 2015” (ASHE 2015) was released at the ‘5th Global University-
Industry Congress 2015’. The report highlights some of the latest policy 
developments in higher education sector such as the introduction of Choice-
Based Credit System (CBCS), Government Scheme for ranking institutions, the 
role of State Governments in improving student enrolment figures in higher 
educational institutions and the role of higher education in government’s 
Smart City Mission.

According to the report, of the total enrolment of 301.5 lakhs  students (55.1% 
male and 44.9% female enrolments) in higher educational institutions in India, 
Uttar Pradesh ranks first (46.7 lakhs), followed by Tamil Nadu (32.1 lakhs), 
Maharashtra (30.8 lakhs), Karnataka (18.6 lakhs) and West Bengal (16.6 lakhs, 
5.5%). Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Kerala, Tamil Nadu and Karnataka account 
for more than one-fourth (28.9%) of the total enrolments across India.
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The report also points out that the highest share of enrolment (79.2%) is at 
under-graduate level, followed by post-graduate (11.4%) and Diploma (7.3%), 
with all other levels forming < 2%. Female enrolment has been highest in 
M.Phil (56.4%), Certificate (54.5%) and post graduate courses (48.7%). There 
are a total of 667 Universities across the country, with state public universities 
constituting the highest share (43.8%). The top five states with the highest 
number of universities include Uttar Pradesh (59, 8.8% of total in India), Tamil 
Nadu (56, 8.4 %), Rajasthan (47, 7%), Karnataka (45, 6.7%) and Maharashtra 
(45, 6.7%).

As per Report of the Higher education in India, Issues Related to Expansion, 
Inclusiveness, Quality and Finance, the access to higher education measured in 
term of gross enrolment ratio increased from 0.7% in 1950/51 to 1.4% in 1960–
61. By 2006/7 the GER increased to about 11%. Notably, by 2012, it had crossed 
20%.As of 2012, India has 152 Central Universities, 316 State Universities, and 
191 Private Universities. Other institutions include 33,623 Colleges, including 
1,800 exclusive Women's Colleges, functioning under these Universities and 
institutions, and 12,748 Institutions offering Diploma Courses. The emphasis 
in the tertiary level of education lies on science and technology

At one end we claim that India would rank 3rd among all countries by 2020 
in education. If we observe overall ranking of relevant institutions, out of 500 
there were 2 Indian Universities / Institutes were featured in the list, and 1 
institution from China in the year 2000.

Now almost after a decade in 2010 the tables have changed with only 1 
institution from India being featured and 32 institutions are featured from 
China!!

It categorically spells out, how much we are lagging behind in terms of overall 
percentage of higher educational institutions, number of students pursuing 
higher education. We are not only beaten in by the developing and developed 
countries in terms of GDP, Exchange of foreign currency but also in terms of 
number of students pursuing higher education.

Budget allocation by Govt. of India as per 12th plan (2016-2017) is about 6 
% which is not going to be adequate, and therefore allocation must be made 
appropriately, i.e. minimum 10 % in order to improve the scenario. Basic 
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education must reach to maximum number of children from different strata of 
the society so that they are eligible to pursue higher education.

Over and above, institutions must also concentrate on giving away quality 
inputs to the students. Institutions must look into constantly updating the 
syllabus in order to help students adapt with the changing market scenario. To 
start with they can look at making education liberal, introduce new practices 
& applied research work; updating the course curriculum frequently. If such 
developments take shape in its true sense in our country students would be 
attracted to pursue higher education which will in turn fulfil global expectations. 
Efforts should also be taken to guide, mentor students and parents to develop 
and retain interest amongst students.

In addition to above, curriculum should also include sports, vocational skills 
development program, employability enhancement & soft skills development 
programs, entrepreneurship development modules, specialization wise 
clubs and committees of students, practical assignments related to their field, 
industry interface related modules such as internships, industry visits, guest 
lectures / workshops / seminars, participation in summits, etc. with evaluation 
/ monitoring system so as to ensure continual improvement in the same..

Special emphasis must be given to communication and presentation skills, 
especially for students coming from rural background / remote locations and 
that for students studies in vernacular languages.., so that they can perform 
well across the globe.

Institutions should also inculcate multitasking abilities amongst students, 
foreign languages, advanced IT knowledge so that they can perform better in 
the chosen field. Student exchange, cultural exchange should be encouraged 
and various ways and means should be found to enhance student’s interest 
level & participation.

Congratulations to the passing out students. In the US, this occasion is called 
Commencement because you are commencing your journey of translating 
your education to the benefit of the world. May every one of you realize your 
potential fully and wholly to make this country and the world a better place 
for all of us. You have received an excellent education from your professors 
and staff.
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You have to develop high aspirations in matters of public good. Aspirations 
build civilizations. You must aspire that India becomes the best-administered 
country in the world, and a model of fairness, transparency and accountability. 
We want every Indian to have the best standard of living in the world. 

I want you to remember that performance leads to recognition. Recognition 
leads to respect. Respect leads to power. Therefore, dear students, there is 
only one way to make India a powerful nation. That is through performance. 
Aspirational performance requires that you create aspirational targets, and 
work hard, fast, smart, honest and in a disciplined manner over a long period 
of time to achieve these targets.

	 Jammu and Kashmir has two flags; a separate flag along with the 
national flag.
	 Insulting of national symbol is not an offence in Jammu and Kashmir.
	 Most of the laws, except defence, foreign affairs, finance and 
communication, passed by the Indian Parliament need to be approved by the 
state government before they are made applicable in the state.
	 The Indian Parliament cannot increase or decrease the borders of the 
state.
	 The Central Government has no power to declare financial, emergency 
acts except in the stage of war.
	 No outsider can acquire land in the state.
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	 It also gives right to a Pakistani to acquire Indian citizenship, if he 
marries a Kashmiri girl.
Revocation of Article 370 has been in demand for a long time. The Article was 
added temporarily and was to be removed within a time period but till date 
nothing has happened.
