The vision and mission of this great
institution guide us to serve the underprivileged rural people of the society in
and around Alwarkurichi.

Admissions

Single window admission to all first year courses started well ahead
of reopening and was commenced during the month of May 2017 as per the
regulations of Government of Tamilnadu and the Guidelines of Manonmaniam
Sundaranar University, Tirunelveli. The College re-opened on 16.6.2017. This
year uniform was introduced to all students to maintain a common dress code.
B.Com - Corporate Secretaryship course was introduced in unaided stream in
this academic year. All the seats were filled up in the existing courses and the
final figures are 773 in UG and 131 in PG. The present students’ strength of the
College is 1905 out of which 840 are boys and 1065 are girls. The demand ratio
was high in this academic year.

In aided stream, the total strength of the teaching staff is 33 and that of the
non-teaching is 22. In unaided stream, the total number of teaching staff is 48
and that of the non-teaching is 17. The total number of teaching staff and the
non-teaching staff duly appointed by the management is 10 and 7 respectively.

Student support

201 BC and MBC students and 190 SC/ST students have applied for
Scholarships from Government of Tamil Nadu. 85 students have been given
Beedi Scholarship. The numbers of beneficiaries for Management Scholarships
for the academic excellence in this year are 116 in UG in aided stream and 119
in UG and 19 in PG in unaided stream.

The Management provides Scholarship for the outgoing 19 Rank Holders, from
this year onwards. The Management also provides scholarship for achievers in
sports at University and State Level and also to those who excel in extracurricular
activities. Alumni Association of our College also provides Scholarships for
deserving students every year.

PROGRAMMES ORGANISED

FIELD TRIP AND SAMPLE COLLECTION

This year activities began with a field trip to Mundanthurai forest re-
gion of Kalakad Mundanthurai Tiger Reserve (KMTR). The programme went

Students
cleared polythene bags and bottles in eco tourism region and handed over to
the officials. The trip really inoculated a great practical approach on various
ecological issues.

Science and technology is vertically integrated in the 21st century, producing and
delivering safe, comfortable and high quality life to all of us.

Science and Technology has remained the single most important con-
tributor to the growth of all developed countries. The integration of science and
technology should not only give good quality life but also provide ecofriendly
and sustainable environment. The importance of this linkage stems from the fact
that science without technology (industry) will not create wealth or improve the
quality of life, nor will industry prosper without continuous research. Science
and Technology development requires out-of-the-box thinking. Any innovation in
Science can happen only out of lateral thinking (Example: Dr. Udayakumar of Ul-
thurpettai designed the Rupee symbol . With this India is now joined a select club
of Countries with symbol for their currencies- US-dollar, UK- pound, Europe-Euro
and Japan- yen).

It is also very essential that technological development through scientific
research should reach the common people in villages. Science can liberate farm-
ers, artisans and other marginalized groups across the country from the sackles of
poverty if agriculture and energy scientists pool in their resources with technolo-
gists and make an effort to promote pro-poor research and development that can
not only generate wealth but also provide gainful employment.

Promotion of biofuels (biodiesel) which may sound unglamorous to some
but will have immense potential to generate productive employment, help mil-
lions.of artisans and farmers to be liberated from poverty, achieve significant im-
port substitution and earn considerable export revenue. The awareness of water
conservation and rainwater harvesting among the farmers through scientific re-
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search and technological development in addition to linking the major rivers will
be a boon to the agricultural sector. This is possible by suitable integration of sci-
ence and technological knowledge.

The Textile industry in Tamil Nadu is one of the largest export earning
industries in India. However this industry is yet to revamp its operations and
move towards pollution free manufacturing processes. The effluents flowing out
of bleaching and dyeing units pollute nearby rivers is a testimony to the bad man-
ufacturing practices. This scenario is likely to change with eco-friendly technolo-
gy for textile wastewater through strong interaction of science and technology. It
also offers consultancy on environmental impact analysis and sustainable environ-
ment.

The challenges of limited fossil-energy fuels and global warming are
alarming the whole world. To strengthen the dynamic social and economic activi-
ties, the development of innovative technologies including techniques for efficient
utilization of electrical and thermal energy resources, energy conservation tech-
nologies to improve the capacity of energy storage and recovery, and develop-
ment of environment-friendly energy sources such as solar cells.

India has a long coastal zone. We have been enjoying abounding marine
resources from the sea, which we must now protect in order to preserve the global
environment. Marine science and technology that include marine geoscience, uti-
lization of ocean space, exploitation of undersea minerals, marine life resource, etc.
are some of the challenging issues.

In recent years India in general and Tamil Nadu in particular is subject
to frequent occurrence of seismic activities. Hence it is essential to acquire accu-
rate geological information and to build comprehensive geo-information system
in order to promote sustained development of society. We make a strong effort
to produce various geo-scientific graphics such as tectonic maps and geological
survey maps. Furthermore, the focus on studies which aim at the prediction of ge-
ological hazards such as earthquakes as well as alleviation of consequent damage
are becoming important. Research and development and utilization of geoscience
information and technology to advance estimating method of earthquakes and
tsunamis and the possible damage to particular region are very critical in the con-
text of social needs. All the listed issues can be tackled by the present Knowledge
Society.

Dear Graduates, whatever you do, whether in business or government
job, or a bit of both, I have no doubt that you will look back on your days spent
in this Institution with nostalgia and fond memories of your academic and other
co-curricular activities.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IN PROMOTING INTEGRITY AND
ERADICATING CORRUPTION

Foreword:

Generally, corruption is found in both the PUBLIC AND PRIVATE sectors as well
as from Nongovernmental Organisations. Trade Unions, Academic institutions.
International and Intergovernmental Organisations and also from Local Bodies.
Both public and private actors may be easily tempted to divert goods and services
or money for their personal use.

Harassment brides:

Suppose an income tax refund is for a tax payer till he pays some cash to the of-
ficer. Suppose Govt. allots subsidised land to a person goes to get her paperwork
done and receive documents for this land, she is asked to pay a hefty bribe. These
are all illustrations of harassment bribes. Almost in all cases of bribe-giving, it is
in the interest of bribe-giver to have the bribe-taker caught.

Corruption rate in India is double of global average:
Political parties have been found to be the most corrupt institution in India with a

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corruption rate as 4.4 on a scale of 5. Public Institutions (the Police and Judiciary),
entrusted to protect people, suffers the worst levels of bribery. The democratic
pillars of societies are viewed as the most corrupt. All overs the world, political
parties, the driving force of democracies, are perceived to be the most corrupt in-
stitution.

Corruption and Poverty:

The most simple daily-routine administrative tasks acnnot be performed without a
bribe to the civil servant in charge of the paperwork. Got your stuff stolen? Had a
car accident? Need to register your name for a permit, a loan, a government grant
or subsidy? Don't forget your bribe money. If you are actually trying to be a good,
law-abinding citizen, you pay your bribes. Bribes suck a significant share of the
poor's income. In 2003, only 15% of the Goverment's anti-poverty funds reached
the poor.

Anti-corruption laws have existed since 1968, supported by agencies such as the
CBI the CVC(Central Vigilance Commission) and yet..... failure has been the com-
mon point of their efforts. These agencies lack independence and power and of
course it would be dangerous to create a tool to put its own creators in jail.

The more the corruption, the slower the economic growth:

85% of the public money doesn't go the poor. Corruption also increase inflation
and affects investment and market stability by increasing uncertainty. The biggest
danger is that by not tackling this problem soon enough, corruption will become
the routine and the norm of the nation. Corruption has already become a major
obstacle to foreign investments in India.

India Politicians and Corruption:

India has loads of national and local political parties. It not only has 7 National
parties, but also over 50 State political parties and hundreds and hunderds of local
ones that all compete to represent as many ethmic groups as possible.

Where is Corruption Worse?

All Govt. departments are corrupted but the worst of the worst were those of Cus-
toms (of course), Revenue Collection (What a surprise), Public Works (technically
there's money to develop the slums, obviously it has disappeared), and agencies
in-charge of licenses and permits.

Steps for the Future:

The Government is planning to update anti-corruption laws by eliminating loop
holes and introduce an amnesty period of three months during which all those
who have black money can claims it legally by paying an income tax of 21%.
