A. Krishnamoorthy,
Chairman, Amalgamations Group, Respected Secretary of our College
Dr. G. Devarajan, learned colleagues, beloved Students, Ladies and Gentlemen,
I am extremely happy to present the 57th Annual Report of this prestigious
institution among the august gathering. The vision and mission of this great
institution guide us to serve the underprivileged rural people of the society in
and around Alwarkurichi to improve their knowledge, social upliftment and
economy through higher education.

Admission

The admission process was commenced much early during the month of April
2019. Admissions were made as per the regulations of Government of Tamil
Nadu and guidelines of Manonmaniam Sundaranar University, Tirunelveli.
An Admission Committee was formed with two senior members of the Staff and
an SC/ST member. Huge response from public was noticed during admission
process. Transparent single window counselling method was followed with a
display of merit list made available to the students and parents.

This year, we have issued 2270 applications for aided UG courses and 2408
applications for the unaided UG courses. After the preparation of merit list, the
single window counselling was arranged on 11th May to 15th May 2019 for the
Unaided stream and 16th and 17th May 2019 for the Aided stream respectively.
The Demand ratio was also high in this year were arranged on their first two
working days.

Teaching Staff

The current Staff strength in our college is 130 (76 men and 54 women).
The teaching staff in Aided stream is 33 and in Unaided stream it is 57 and non-
teaching staff in aided stream is 20 and in unaided stream: it is.

With the new admissions to all first-year courses, the total strength of students
in our College is 2196 (926 boys and 1270 girls). In Aided stream, 826 students
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(443 boys and 383 girls) and in Unaided stream, 1370 students (483 boys and 887
girls) are on roll.

The college was reopened for this academic year on 17-06-2019 after summer
vacation. Orientation classes for freshers were conducted new students 21.
